Mrs Seaton, as a 
member of our teaching staff, is now a fully qualified Forest Schools teacher. This enables her to 
deliver a full Forest Schools curriculum to all of our children – which is something we feel passionately 
they will benefit from. I wanted to let you know that as part of this curriculum, Mrs Seaton will be 
using a small fire pit area carefully crafted within the wooded area.  
 
We have sited this in such a way as to minimise any impact it may have on you as our neighbour, and 
to ensure the safety of the children and the surrounding area itself. Should you wish the visit and 
check out the area for yourself – you are most welcome to do so.  
 
Please do just give the school office a call and we will organise this for you. As a neighbour to school 
I, once again, just wished to share our plans with you to ensure we can be as considerate as possible 
for your own privacy and use of your outdoor space. Please do let me know if you would like any 
more information about our use of this area.
